	Scope of Work includes:

[bookmark: _GoBack]This scope of works covers the excavation of the upper chamber of the downstream surge shaft 
(DSS), including the construction access tunnel CT01. Figure 2 and 3 below show the 
arrangement of the works.

Design will be performed by FGJV. The scope for the subcontractor includes the following:
1. Breakthrough of existing precast segment lining of the Main Access Tunnel (MAT), including support of in-situ segments as required by IFC. Depending on the quality of the rock, this is expected to be achieved by securing the segments to undisturbed segments with short steel members, or by a steel frame where required. This will be confirmed as part of detailed design.
2. Excavation of CT01 - it is anticipated that at least the first 20m of length will be excavated by road header, depending on the geological conditions. If use of road header significantly impacts performance, consider the use of drill and blast - if it can be assured that it will not damage the existing tunnel and services. 
3. Extension of temporary services (ventilation duct, industrial water, air compressed, dewatering) into each cross passage to facilitate the works from nominated tie-in points in the MAT. The electrical cable will be extended by contractor.
4. Finishing of tunnel, including removal of any temporary supports and installation of permanent support infrastructure (shotcrete or concrete)
Subcontractor is to provide all works associated with the tunnel excavation, including mechanical/drill and blast excavation, rock support, scaling and mucking to the MAT Portal (surface), and services extension from tie-in point, etc.  In particular mucking will be spoiled from the front face of each cross passage to the MAT portal yard.
Subcontractor to provide all necessary equipment (road header, trucks, excavator, jumbo, loader, grout pump, shotcrete pump, etc) and personnel, operators, miners, supervision, etc. to perform the works.

The main materials (shotcrete, concrete, bolts, mesh and explosive) will be provided by the contractor at the MAT Portal or Main Yard. Minor materials (cement bags, additive, resins, etc) and consumables are to be supplied by subcontractor, including supply of sufficient storage containers to be placed at the MAT portal in a location agreed with the contractor.

The designs and quantities are preliminary and subject to change, the agreed rates will be applied to the actual quantities completed.
